We strongly encourage authors to use the following style of structured abstracts, but without headings: (1) Background: Place the question ad-dressed in a broad context and highlight the purpose of the study; (2) Methods: briefly de-scribe the main methods or treatments applied; (3) Results: summarize the article’s main findings; (4) Conclusions: indicate the main conclusions or interpretations. The abstract should be an objective representation of the article and it must not contain results that are not presented and substantiated in the main text and should not exaggerate the main conclusions.( Note: Do not use abbreviations and references (footnotes) in the abstract.)

1. Introduction
The introduction should briefly place the study in a broad context and highlight why it is important. It should define the purpose of the work and its significance. The current state of the research field should be carefully reviewed and key publications cited. Please highlight controversial and diverging hypotheses when necessary. Finally, briefly mention the main aim of the work and highlight the principal conclusions. As far as possible, please keep the introduction comprehensible to scientists outside your particular field of research. All the references mentioned in the text should be cited in the “Author-Date” format—e.g., (Baranwal and Munteanu [1921] 1955), (Berry and Smith 1999), (Cojocaru et al. 1999) or Driver et al. (2000). See the end of the document for further details on references.
2. Materials and Methods
The Materials and Methods should be described with sufficient details to allow others to replicate and build on the published results. Moreover, this section analyzes theories and previous research on the topic. The author should show where their work fits into existing scholarly discussions. Please note that the publication of your manuscript implicates that you must make all materials, data, computer code, and proto-cols associated with the publication available to readers. Please disclose at the submission stage any restrictions on the availability of materials or information. New methods and protocols should be described in detail while well-established methods can be briefly de-scribed and appropriately cited.
Describe how the study was conducted in a way that another researcher could replicate it:
· Participants: Who participated (number, demographics)? What was the sampling method?
· Instruments: What questionnaire, test, or software (SPSS, NVivo) was used?
· Process: How was the data collected?.
3. Results
Present the information objectively. Here, the author should only present facts, not their own opinions.
This section may be divided by subheadings. It should provide a concise and precise description of the experimental results, their interpretation, as well as the experimental conclusions that can be drawn.
3.1. Subsection

3.2. Figures, Tables and Schemes
All figures and tables should be cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, etc.
4. Discussion
Authors should discuss the results and how they can be interpreted from the perspective of previous studies and of the working hypotheses. The findings and their implications should be discussed in the broadest context possible. Future research directions may also be highlighted.
Analyze the results. Are they consistent with expectations? Do they contradict or confirm previous research? What are the implications for social practice?

Limitations: Be honest about any shortcomings or limitations of the study (e.g., small sample size).
5. Conclusion
This section is not mandatory but can be added to the manuscript if the discussion is unusually long or complex. Brief and concise concluding remarks. Recommendations for future research.
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
